Item 3 – The Clerk informed the Councillors of the process for filling the Wramplingham vacancies.  It was agreed that the co-options should take place at the June meeting to allow time for the vacancies to be advertised.
7) To update issues regarding flooding

It was confirmed that a hedge was removed by mistake but it will be replanted.  Shirley has also confirmed that the pond will be fenced separately.  Mary explained the pond monitoring role which Mr Mackintosh has requested.  She confirmed that she would be happy to undertake this role as long as she is given written confirmation of the role.  Clerk to contact Shirley.  Mary has received an update from Anglian Water about the weir repositioning, the new site will be reviewed after heavy rain.  Andrew Coombes reported that there is very little consideration from the maintenance work and the remaining Willow trees are under threat due to excess soil being stored on their roots.  Clerk to write to Mr Mackintosh to inform him of this.
