Minutes of Barford & Wramplingham Parish Council extra-ordinary meeting held on 30th May 2011 at Barford Village Hall, Barford, Norfolk.

Present: Cllrs Brown, Dorrell, Easton, Groom, Henry and 4 members of the public.

1) Apologies – Heidi Frary, Clerk
2) Declarations of Interest.  None.
3) Adjournment for Public Participation.  The meeting was adjourned for the Chairman to ask the members of public present to state any interest they may have in any of the items on the agenda, or any items they wished to have added to the next agenda.  People wished to speak for items 3 and 4a.
Meeting Opened 
4) To consider any action that needs taking regarding signage for caravan routes 

through Barford









Chair

Cllr Easton explained that the agenda item “caravan route through Barford” may be misleading as it was the councillors understanding that the issue related to signage to Marlingford rather than the brown caravan signs to Swans Harbour.

Cllr Groom explained that it was his understanding that Marlingford & Colton PC had expressed a preference for signage to the village from the B1108 via Bow Hill.

Norfolk County Council have expressed concern that a right turn into Bow Hill from the B1108 is dangerous, mainly because of the national speed limit at this point.

B&W PC councillors expressed the view that the right turn at Cock Street is more dangerous because of the blind bend. 

B&W PC councillors reinforced this view by taking Mr Kelly across the road as a pedestrian would cross to access the bus stop. Mr Kelly advised that he could see the councils viewpoint, but that the decision now lay with someone senior to him. 

Cllr Dorrell clarified that there is currently no village indicator sign at Bow Hill, but that it was our understanding that the caravan signage would remain. 

Cllr Dorrell proposed that B&W PC should write to Rod Kelly formally expressing the strong reservations held over their recommendation of route signage to Marlingford at the Cock St Junction in Barford. (seconded by KH, supported by all) It was noted that the Parish Plan contains a photograph of the fingerpost sign at the cock junction; together with a list of incidents on the B1108 and a record of Parishioners documented concerns that could be used to support the letter.

JG to attend Marlingford & Colton Parish Council meeting in June if possible

JG asked if the police have a view upon the recommendations

Update to be included on the June agenda.

5) To consider the view of the Council about the following planning applications

a) 2011/7066 – Barford Primary School.  Formation of infill extension to the front elevation of the school to form security lobby and improved access for disabled users.

Discussions around the proposed improvements for disabled access and the appearance of the frontage.  Agreement: No Objections.

b) 2011/0741 – Unit 9, Industrial Estate, Watton Road, Barford.  Change of use from B1 unit to B1/B2/B8 uses.

Background to this application states that applicants wish to provide long term flexibility: this is understood, however PC have received previous complaints relating to noise; and parishioners expressed concern relating to potential smell & water discharge;

therefore PC would like the following points raised (agreed by all):

- clause “without detriment to the amenity of that area by reason of noise, vibration, smell, fumes, smoke, soot, ash, dust, or grit” that currently applies to use B1 be a condition of any approval.

- has the flooding officer been involved in assessing the flood risk given the additional water usage by a microbrewery.  (Q12 indicates no increase in risk. but clearly there is one)

- concerns raised about the capacity of the current pumping station for the foul water (Q11 indicates the use of existing systems)

- concerns raised about the increase of surface water that would result from spillage and washing out of equipment (Q12 indicates the use of soakaway)

- we assume there will be no extension of existing hours of operation.

c) Any time limited planning issues - None
